BUILDING  RELATIONSHIPS
FOR LEARNING

Over the past five years this District has been steadfastly building a
system of learning that is continuous, multi-faceted, and aligned K-
12. The process began with the 2004-2005 school year with the
establishment of PLCs or Professional Learning Communities. During
the 2005-2006 school year the District focused on the development
of Common Assessments as well as scheduling common planning time
for staff with similar instructional responsibilities. During the 2006-
2007 school year the District focused on establishment of a character
education program called Characterplus to establish a school climate
conducive to learning. The District also focused on the establishment
of K-12 vertical teams for curricular focus. During the 2007-2008
school year Vertical Teams remained a focus in addition to establishing
RtI or Response to Intervention as an instructional intervention

philosophy.  The District continued its focus on plans to
address student performance on various assessments
through appropriate and relevant application of data. This
year also saw the establishment of instructional coaches
who intervene and mentor staff on best instructional
practices. During the 2008-2009 school year the District
continued its focus to train staff in the RtI philosophy and
continued Vertical Alignment for collaboration on
curriculum, assessment, and use of data. The District
established a reading series K-6 that was vertically aligned,
established a Communication Arts series that was vertically
aligned 7-12, established a Math program vertically aligned
K-8, and will be establishing a math program that will be
vertically aligned 9-12 during the 2009-2010 school year..
All of which has established the focus for the 2009-2010
school years to be improved student achievement based on
internal alignment, which is a focus for the 5th Cycle
Missouri School Improvement Process, and effective
practices for all staff.

Obviously it takes many hours of work and considerable
resources to orchestrate a system of learning for a district
this size that is continuous, aligned, and effective. As we
look forward to the beginning of the 2009-2010 school year,
we believe a strong foundation has been established from
which learning can occur. But what we as a District do to
foster learning is only one aspect of a child’s development.
The balance occurs away from school. These relationships
are important as they contribute to the over-all well being
of all children. For these relationships to effectively
correlate to the efforts of the District requires
communication. When this level of communication takes
place good things occur that benefit children. Last year a
communication action plan was developed and approved
by the Board of Education. The first phase of that action
plan is to invite members of the community to participate
on a Communication Action Team. The purpose of this
committee will be to formulate a comprehensive course of
action that will facilitate community engagement in the
learning process at all levels.

I invite you to participate on this committee to help the
District continue the process of building relationships for
learning to occur.

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Hillsboro Transportation Takes
Trophies in Competition

Several of Hillsboro’s regular route and substitute bus
drivers at the Transportation Department competed against
area schools at The St. Louis Regional Safety Competition
for School Bus Drivers on April 25, 2009.  There were three
parts to the competition, which were scored individually as
well as a team basis.

Drivers had to take a written test that consisted of questions
about every aspect of driving a bus before, during, and after
the conclusion of a route.  They also had a timed skills test
in which the drivers had to identify as many defects with
their bus as they would for a pre-trip inspection.  Lastly,
drivers had to show their driving skills with various obstacles
including, but not limited to, diminishing alley, offset alley,
parallel parking in a limited space, and driving a straight
line.

In diminishing alley, a bus driver must skillfully guide the
bus through an alley that quickly narrows to less than one
inch on either side of the vehicle.  For offset alley, drivers
had to maneuver the bus down a short alley, then jog their
bus to the right, and drive down another alley without
bumping any bars on either side of the bus.  Drivers had to
parallel park their bus into a small parking area.  Ropes
were set up to guide drivers and aid judges.  To contest
abilities to drive in a straight line, drivers had to maneuver
their front and rear tires between tennis balls with only a
few inches of clearance on each side.

Points were assigned in each category with a maximum total
of 600 points.  Hillsboro drivers took home three trophies.
Jim Brooks took second place rookie individually, scoring
over 500 points overall.  Dan Brooks, Debbie Jo Lotz, and
Tammy Bingman received fourth place, and Jim Brooks,
Michelle Crump, and Jennifer Hall received fifth place for
team efforts.

The same group of drivers, with the exception of Michelle
Crump, will compete at the state level in Camdenton, MO
on June 18th  and 19th.  Dawn Callahan will be Michelle’s
replacement.  Best of luck to our Hillsboro drivers!

LETTER TO PARENTS 

NATIONAL SCHOOL LUNCH PROGRAM/SCHOOL BREAKFAST PROGRAM 
 

Dear Parent/Guardian: 
 
Children need healthy meals to learn.  Hillsboro R-3 School District offers healthy meals every school day.  Breakfast costs $1.30; lunch costs K-6 
$1.80, 7-12 $2.05.  Your children may qualify for free meal or for reduced price meals.  Reduced price is .30¢ for breakfast and .40¢ for lunch. 
 
1.  Do I need to fill out an application for each child?  No.  
Complete the application to apply for free or reduced price meals.  
Use one Free and Reduced Price School Meals Application for all 
students in your household.  We cannot approve an application that 
is not complete, so be sure to fill out all required information.  Return 
the completed application to one of your child(ren)’s building or 
to Hillsboro R-3 School District, Attn: Tammy Youngblood, #20 
Hawk Dr., Hillsboro MO 63050. 
 
2.  Who can get free meals?  Children in households getting Food 
Stamps or Temporary Assistance and most foster children can get 
free meals regardless of your income.  Also, your children can get 
free meals if your household income is within the free limits on the 
Federal Income Guidelines. 
 
3.  Can homeless, runaway and migrant children get free meals? 
 Please call Hillsboro R-3 School District to see if your child(ren) 
qualify, if you have not been informed that they will get free meals. 
 
4.  Who can get reduced price meals?  Your children can get low cost meals if your household income is within the reduced price limits on the 
above Federal Income Chart. 
 
5.  Should I fill out an application if I got a letter this school year saying my children are approved for free or reduced meals?  Do not 
complete the attached application if you have recently received notification from your school that your child(ren) has been certified to receive free 
meal benefits for the 2009-2010 school year. 
 
6.  I get WIC.  Can my child(ren) get free meals?  Children in households participating in WIC may be eligible for free or reduced price meals.  
Please fill out an application. 
 
7.  Will the information I give be checked?  Yes, we may ask you to send written proof. 
 
8.  If I don’t qualify now, may I apply later?  Yes.  You many apply at any time during the school year if your household size goes up, income goes 
down, or if you start getting food stamps, Temporary Assistance or other benefits.  If you lose your job, your child(ren) may be able to get free or 
reduced price meals. 
 
9.  What if I disagree with the school’s decision about my application?  You should talk to school officials.  You also may ask for a hearing by 
calling or writing to: Tom Muzzey, Associate Superintendent, #20 Hawk Dr., Hillsboro MO 63050, 636-789-0000, ext. 6000. 
 
10.  May I apply if someone in my household is not a U.S. citizen?  Yes.  You or your child(ren) do not have to be a U.S. citizen to qualify for free 
or reduced price meals. 
 
11.  Who should I include as members of my household?  You must include all people living in your household, related or not (such as 
grandparents, other relatives, or friends).  You must include yourself and all children who live with you. 
 
12.  What if my income is not always the same?  List the amount that you normally get.  For example, if you normally get $1,000 each month, but 
you missed some work last month and only got $900, put down that you get $1,000 per month. If you normally get overtime, include it, but not if you 
get it only sometimes. 
 
13.  We are in the military, do we include our housing allowance as income?  If your housing is part of the Military Housing Privatization 
Initiative, do not include your housing allowance as income.  All other allowances must be included in your gross income.

PUBLIC NOTICES & ANNOUNCEMENTS
SURROGATE PARENT PROGRAM

The State Board of Education is required to appoint a surrogate
parent at such time as it becomes evident that a child with a
disability does not have a parent or a person acting as a parent
to participate in matters dealing with the provision of special
education. For purposes of surrogate parent appointment,
“parent” is defined as a biological parent, a guardian, or a person
acting as a parent of a child including, but not limited to, a
grandparent, a stepparent, or a foster parent with whom the child
lives. The term does not include the State if the child is a ward
of the State. The term does not include a person whose parental
rights have been terminated.

The Hillsboro R-3 School District is given the responsibility to
determine when a child with a disability who required special
education and who resides in the district is without a parent.
The district must notify the Missouri Department of Elementary
and Secondary Education of the need to appoint a surrogate
parent. Training for persons serving as surrogate parents will
be provided by the Missouri Department of Elementary and
Secondary Education and the district.

If you are interested in volunteering to serve as a surrogate
parent, more information can be obtained from the district’s
surrogate parent contact person- Jana Rhame, Assistant
Superintendent.

Notification of Rights under FERPA
for Elementary and Secondary Schools

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords
parents and students over 18 years of age (“eligible students”) certain
rights with respect to the students education records. These rights are:

1) The right to inspect to review the student’s education records within
45 days of  the day the school receives a request for access. Parents
or eligible students should submit to the school principal a written
request that identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect. The school
official will make arrangements for access and notify the parent
or eligible student of the time and place where the records may be
inspected.

2) The right to request the amendment of the student’s education
records that the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate
or misleading. Parents or eligible students may ask the school to
amend a record that they believe is inaccurate or misleading. They
should write the school principal, clearly identify the part of the
record they want changed, and specify why it is inaccurate or
misleading. If the school decides not to amend the record as
requested by the parent or eligible student, the school will notify
the parent or eligible student of the decision and advise them of
their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment.
Additional information regarding the hearing procedures will be
provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of the
right to a hearing.

3) The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable
information contained in the student’s education records, except
to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.
One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is
disclose to school officials with legitimate educational interests.
A school official is a person employed by the school as an
administrator, supervisor, instructor, or support staff member
(including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit
personnel); a person serving on the School Board; a person or
company with whom the school has contracted to perform a special
task (such as an attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist);
a parent or student serving on an official committee, such as a
disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another school
official in performing his or her tasks. A school official has a
legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an
education record in order to fulfill his or her professional
responsibilities. Upon request, the Hillsboro R-3 School District
will forward/disclose education records without consent to officials
of another school district in which a student seeks or intends to
enroll.

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Notice for Directory Information

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), a Federal law, requires that the Hillsboro R-3 School District,
with certain exceptions, obtain your written consent prior to the disclosure of personally identifiable information from
your child’s education records. However, the Hillsboro R-3 School District may disclose appropriately designated
“directory information” without written consent, unless you have advised the District to the contrary in accordance with
District procedures. The primary purpose of directory information is to allow the Hillsboro R-3 School District to
include this type of information from your child’s education records in certain school publications. Examples include:

A playbill, showing your student’s role in a drama production; the annual yearbook; Honor roll or other recognition
lists; graduation programs; and  Sports activity sheets, such as for wrestling, showing weight and height of team members.

Directory information, which is information that is generally not considered harmful or an invasion of privacy if released,
can also be disclosed to outside organizations without a parent’s prior written consent. Outside organizations include,
but are not limited to, companies that manufacture class rings or publish yearbooks. In addition, two federal laws
require local educational agencies (LEAs) receiving assistance under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of
1965 (ESEA) to provide military recruiters, upon request, with three directory information categories- names, addresses,
and telephone listings- unless parents have advised  the LEA that they do not want their student’s information disclosed
without their prior written consent.
