The children make

(bead necklaces). Some
classes earned real turkey
feathers to go on their Na-
tive American headdresses,
provided by Brent Laidlaw a
member of the maintenance
staff.
The feast food hasn’t
really changed: the menu
consists of stew, or turkey,

corn, noodle soup, cornbread,
butter, cranberry fluff, pump-
kin pie. and popcorn.

The day before the
feast, the children rotate class-
rooms and help prepare the
food for the feast. They chop
vegetables for stew, shake
cream to make butter, crack
eggs, and measure, mix, and
stir ingredients to make the
cornbread and desserts.

The whole kindergarten
participates in this annual
event. This year there were
over 262 kindergarteners that
participated in this year’s
feast.
