During the 2006-07 school year, teachers will continue to learn from 
one another and provide even stronger instruction in the classroom.

District facili-
ties will be improved, old facilities will be removed, and new facilities 
will be constructed.  Plans are already being made to address the 
expected growth in enrollment over the next several years.

Hillsboro R-3 School District, like many school districts, has many 
programs that are helpful to students.  But, there are two factors that 
have the most profound impact on student achievement and success.  
Those two factors are quality teachers and staff, and class size.

The District has committed to a two-year agreement that will allow 
the District to offer competitive salaries and wages and, thus, allow 
the District to attract the strongest teachers and staff.  Principals have 
are being trained to improve their interviewing skills and to select the 
strongest candidates.
